We use CXF on the server side mainly for the JAX-RS implementation, so the JAX-RS functionality of the project is most important.
However we picked CXF over other frameworks (RESTEasy, Restlet, etc.) because of the great JAX-WS support which we also use to a
lesser extent. We still use HttpClient as our RESTful client, and don't plan to switch to the CXF client until or unless JAX-RS defines a
client API. This is for a large US Government agency.

Keep up the excellent work. How about having a (simple) certification path for CXF users similarily to what Springsource does for the
spring framework? One cert for programmers, one cert for architecture level knowledge, etc? This gives CXF a certain credibility in
management (we'll use this, our guys are certified for it), makes programmers happy (good for the CV), and it's a small additional
revenue stream for you.
