The StaticHTMLExporter is atask that downloads HTML pages from a server and saves them asHTML
files. It needs the following parameters:

e server-uri:theserveruri,e. g.http://authoring. yourdomai n.com
e server-port: the server port, e. g. 8080

e publication-id: the publication id

e export-path-prefix: the path to save the files to

e uris: acomma-separated list of uristo download (without server + port)

» substitute-regexp: aregular expression to substitute a part of the path
