2.1. Changes since document-v12

All v1.2 docs will work fine asv1.3 DTD. The main change is the addition of a @class attribute to
every element, which enables the "extra-css" section in the skinconf to be put to good use.

2.2. Changes since document-v11

doc-v12 enhances doc-v11 by relaxing various restrictions that were found to be unnecessary.

» Links ((link]jumpifork) and inline elements (br|imglicon|acronym) are allowed inside title.

» Paragraphs (p|source|notejwarning|fixme), table and figurelanchor are allowed inside li.

» Paragraphs (p|source|notejwarning|fixme), lists (ol |ul|dl), table, figurelanchor are alowed inside
definition lists (dd) and tables (td and dh).

Inline content (strong|em|code|sub|sup|br|img]iconjacronym|link|jump|fork) is allowed in strong and
em.
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
