Apache™ FOP provides an Ant task for automating the document build process.

1 Description

The FOP Ant task will convert X SL-FO documents to PDF, PS, PCL etc. output (see Output formats for

available formats).

To call FOPtaskswithin Ant, first add a FOP task definition to your Ant build file. One method of defining

thetask is asfollows:

Logging level

FileSets are used to specify multiple
